Underwater Noise
In the ocean, many marine animals use sound to communicate, find food, and escape from predators. Marine renewable
energy devices in the ocean can add noise that could be heard by marine animals. This additional noise could cover up
animal’s sounds or cause harm to the animals. Engineers have designed devices to be quiet, and scientists have found most
noise from marine renewable energy devices is low enough that it is unlikely to harm marine animals.
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
